8. Insert new M12X180mm mounting bolt (B3) through
anchor bracket, suspension arm and wheel hub.

10.Secure undercarriage to rear hub using the
provided M12 lug nuts (D). Use bolt circle
Ø156mm. See Fig. 11

11.Attach stabilizing rod (2) to anchor bracket (1), using
the long spacer bushing (3), short spacer bushing
(4), flat washer (5) and nut (6). Torque to 70 N•m [52
lb•ft]. See Fig. 12

INSTALLATION
1. Remove front wheels. Make sure that wheel studs

and wheel hubs are free of dirt.

2. If applicable, remove CV joint protectors.

3. Remove bolts, nuts, washers and bushings from
front stabilizing rod ends as shown in Fig. 14

4. Insert bolt in front anchor brackets (A1) as shown in

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STEERING LIMITER ADJUSTMENT
WARNING: Before going to the next steps,
make sure that stabilizing arms are correctly
installed, and that the angle of attack and
alignment are correct. Refer to the User
Manual supplied at purchase.

15.Turn the vehicle’s steering wheel to its maximum
point of travel on the left. While maintaining
pressure on the steering wheel, turn threaded rod to
adjust length of cable. See Fig. 27

16.Position cable end hole (1) 19 mm [ ¾ in. ] short of
support plate mounting hole (2). See Fig. 27

WARNING: To prevent potential damage to
vehicle components, the ** ¾ inch [19 mm] **
gap is mandatory.

17.Reverse steering wheel a little to be able to bolt
support plate and cable together. Tighten provided
bolt (C4) to 35 N•m [24 lb•ft]. See Fig. 28. Repeat
steps on right side.

FINAL INSTALLATION
1. Verify the suspension settings. If the shock

absorbers are adjustable, adjust them to the stiffest
setting to allow for maximum clearance between the
System and the vehicle’s fenders. See Fig. 29

2. Verify for possible contact between Track System
and lower fender corners. See Fig. 30

modified (cut) to avoid damage to the vehicle’s
components and premature wear on rubber track.

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4. If needed, front bumpers and side guards should be
removed - on vehicules equipped with these
options - to prevent interference between the
accessories and the Track Systems. See Fig. 31

ADJUSTMENTS
CAUTION: The Track System is designed to provide
the best traction performance and floatability.
Adjustments such as alignment, track tension, and
angle of attack are necessary for optimal System
performance. For more information on these
adjustments, refer to the document entitled
ADJUSTMENTS or to the USER MANUAL provided
with the installation kit specific to the vehicle.

REMOVAL
CAUTION: Leaving the anti-rotation anchor
brackets attached to the suspension arms, after
having removed the Track Systems, could cause
interference which might damage the vehicle.
Remove all Track System anti-rotation mechanism
components installed on the vehicle before
reinstalling the wheels.

CAUTION: Track Systems mounted on a vehicle
increase ground clearance and stability. Be careful
after re-installing your wheels; the handling
caracteristics of the vehicle will differ from those
produced by Track Systems.

STORAGE
CAUTION: Contaminants can alter and corrode the
moving parts of the Track System during storage. It
is strongly recommended to perform the
prescribed maintenance before storing the Track
System.
